How does the course work? 

The course will be delivered through a 
partnership between the Diocese of Salisbury 
and the Holy Rumpus!, the Bath & Wells CMS 
Hub who started this course in 2018. There are 
six modules with two pioneer practitioners co-
facilitating each module which run from Saturday 
morning 9am to Sunday 1pm. Learning is hybrid - 
a mix of online, onsite and streamed over the 
year. The course is hosted by the Hub leader and 
a chaplain offers pastoral care.

What is pioneer mission? 

• learning to pay attention to what God is 
doing in the world and joining in 

• which means reading the local context and 
valuing the local culture, then 

• sharing the gospel in appropriate ways  

• and partnering with local people to create 
a new contextual Christian community for 
people who wouldn’t normally join one. 

Is the course for me? 

Are you: 

• someone who starts things? 

• pioneering something? 

• looking to develop your understanding of 

mission for your context? 

• excited by the idea of sharing ideas and 

experience with other pioneers? 

• looking for an opportunity to study locally? 

• able to commit to six weekends and twelve 

evenings, as well as time for preparation, 

reflection and demonstrating your learning?

What will I learn? 

The course consists of six modules: 

• What is pioneer mission? 

• The Bible in context 

• Doing theology 

• Mission spirituality 

• Mission ecclesiology 

• Pioneering in the rural church 

You will be part of a small group where you can 

grow deeper relationships and a support 

network. This will meet on two evenings 

between each module and be facilitated by a 

pioneer practitioner. 

Cost 

The cost of the course will be £40 per module.  

You can pay at the start of the course or in 

instalments. Bursaries are available and your    

church may be willing to contribute. Additional 

costs are travel, evening meals and resources.

How can I use what I’ve learnt? 

When you have completed the Certificate you can 
be recognised by your local parish or benefice as a 
Commissioned Lay Pioneer.  This means you can 
pioneer in your local community under the over-
sight of your church leadership team following a 
short service of recognition in your local church or 
deanery.
