A Commissioned Lay Pioneer (CLP) is trained and authorised to work with
others to gather people into new expressions of Christian community.

A CLP has a sense of calling to mission outside the
structures, and a desire to identify and respond to new
mission. They are able to reflect prayerfully on where
is at work, and their place within this.
