INDIVIDUAL GRANTS – ADVICE TO APPLICANTS
1.
The object of the charity is to promote and maintain moral welfare work in accordance with Christian principles mainly among girls and women primarily in the Diocese of Salisbury.  In practical terms, this charity covers an important area of social need - single parents and their children.

2.
Since the charity is not a substitute for public/ statutory benefits, claims should first be made to the Department of Work and Pensions and reasons given if they refuse to assist.

3.
Application forms for individual grants are available from the above address.  The applicant [social worker, health visitor, general practitioner, clergyman or other professional person] applies on behalf of the client.  The application should state clearly the need and situation of the client and what is being requested [e.g. furniture, white goods, heating appliances etc] with costings.  The client's approximate weekly income and its source should also be stated.

4.
The application must be countersigned by a second professional person, and must specify to whom a cheque should be made payable if a grant is made [recognised charitable, NHS or professional account only].  We are unable to forward cheques for processing through the personal accounts of professional workers. Please ensure ALL parts of the application form are completed.
5.
The application is then considered by the Trustees and, if approved, a cheque not exceeding £750 [for starter home grants] or £300 [for special needs] is sent to the professional person applying, for which a receipt is required.  

6.
Receipts are also required for all goods purchased with the grant money as we need to be clear that we can demonstrate to the Charity Commissioners that the funds requested are being used for the intended purpose.  Photocopy receipts can be accepted if necessary.   If these receipts are not provided then it may be difficult to process further applications.

7.
The charity is only able to make individual grants to single parents and not those currently living with a partner. Grants are not made to single mothers living in a Women’s Refuge. Grants are not made for holidays or ongoing items. Individual grants are normally made once only in respect of each applicant, but further applications will be considered in cases of need. Loans are not made.  Please ask for assistance only for your most needy clients.
