Planning for your local context 

An opportunity to begin to develop a vision or strategy for children and youth work, to include the transition of young people between the two for your local context
This may include: 
· evaluating what you already do
· exploring new ideas
· looking to see if there are opportunities to work together with others in the room

· Identifying opportunities for young people to be involved in other areas of church life
· looking at how you may incorporate some of the resources into your work
· identifying further training or support needs
Share and identify future support or training requirements, resources and network opportunities -To Include Tea and Cake

Intended Outcomes:
· To encourage parishes in their work with children and young people and introduce the support that the youth and children’s advisers can offer. 

· To reflect on the importance of this area of ministry and their motivation and inspiration for it.

· To identify and share their successes and difficulties in doing this work in their local context and look for practical solutions to overcome barriers that they may face. 

· To provide time and support in developing a sustainable vision or strategy for their children’s and youth work and how this fits in with other areas of church life. 

· To look at resources available and consider how they could use these in their planning. 

· To provide opportunity for networking and to identify future support or training requirements
