	Thinking: Give each child a small polished stone. Ask them to hold the stone and look carefully at it.
Imagine : From all the stories you have heard try to begin to imagine what it would have been like to live at the time of the holocaust

Remember : all those that have died in all the holocausts that you have heard about
Reflect: Reflect on what you would or could or will do to stop this happening again. 

React: When you are ready bring your stone and add it to the Cairn in the classroom to show your commitment to stand against prejudice and to respect the values rights beliefs of others.
