	Reflection : John 4:7-11
When a Samaritan woman came to draw water, Jesus said to her, ‘Will you give me a drink?’ The Samaritan woman said to him, ‘You are a Jew and I am only a Samaritan woman. How can you ask me for a drink?’ (Jews and Samaritans didn’t usually speak / spend time together).  
The Samaritan woman didn’t think she was important enough to help Jesus. She was worried what he would think of her.
